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What are phosphates?
Phosphates are food for algae. Although they are present in all water, once they reach a certain level they can cause issues in your pool. The main issue is constantly not achieving a chlorine reading as the phosphates consume chlorine. When you have no chlorine reading, your pool can turn cloudy and/or green due to lack of sanitizer. Phosphates can also lead to scale formation on pool equipment, which can seriously damage your heater or salt cell. Phosphates are measured in parts per billion (ppb).
Where do phosphates come from? 
Phosphates can be introduced into the pool in a number of ways. These include:

· Source Water

· Cleaning products and sunscreen lotions

· After algae treatment

· Lawn runoff after rain or watering

· Construction

· Fertilizers

· Dead leaves (organic matter)
How can I reduce phosphates in my pool?

If you have a high phosphate reading, Pool perfect max, PhosFree or PhosFree Commercial  can be added to the pool which will reduce the phosphates levels. 
· 300 – 500 ppb pool perfect max

· 500 -999 ppb phos free

· 1000+ ppb phos free commercial 

Steps after treatment

· have your water tested 4 days after treatment

· Add shock and clarifier

· Make sure to Backwash filter 

· Clean filter media
How to keep phosphates at a manageable level?

In order to keep phosphates under control, a maintenance dose of Pool Perfect + PhosFree should be added to the pool on a weekly basis.
